7 November 2011 J E Talacko was made bankrupt by order of North J of CA [142] 

the Federal Court of Australia, upon the petition of the 
respondents in this appeal 

4 July 2012 On the request of the first to third respondents in this CA [143] 

appeal, the Prothonotary ofthe Supreme Court of 
Victoria issued a document entitled 'Certificate of 
Finality of Judgments and Orders' (the First 
Certificate) in purpmted reliance on sec 15 of the 
Foreign Judgments Act 1991 (Cth)

10 December 20 12 North J of the Federal Court of Australia made orders CA [147] 

granting leave nunc pro tunc to the respondents in this 
appeal pursuant to subsec 58(3) of the Bankruptcy Act 
1966 (Cth) to, among other things, commence an 
application in the Supreme Court of Victoria Costs 
Court and continue to take further steps up to 
judgment against J E Talacko in proceedings in the

Certificate) in purported reliance on sec 15 of the 
Foreign Judgments Act 1991 (Cth), which stated that 
'[t]his certificate is an amendment and replaces in its 
entirety [the First Certificate]' 

8 May 2015 The appellant in this appeal issued a fresh summons by CA (166] 
which she sought to have the First Certificate and the 
Second Certificate revoked, declared invalid or set 
aside, in addition to the making of a 'representative' 
order for the purposes of making the application

12 November 2015 Sloss J of the Supreme Court of Victoria ordered that CA [170]-
the appellant in this appeal be appointed nunc pro tunc [172] 
from 8 May 2015 to represent the estate of J E Talacko

On the same day, her Honour delivered reasons for 
judgment in respect of the application made by the

2 March 2016 The first to third respondents in this appeal filed an AB 
application for leave to appeal in the Court of Appeal 
of the Supreme Court of Victoria against certain of 
Sloss J's final orders, including those by which the 
First Certificate and the Second Certificate were 
declared invalid 

28 July 2016 The Court of Appeal ofthe Supreme Court of Victoria AB 
delivered reasons for judgment and made orders 
allowing the appeal 

10 November 2016 The High Court of Australia made orders granting the AB 
appellant in this appeal special leave to appeal from 
the whole of the judgment and order of the Court of 
Appeal ofthe Supreme Court of Victoria
